	Articles that are disruptive to the educational process are not permitted to be used during school hours:

	Bus Misconduct
	Failure to comply with bus safety rules.
	Misconduct slip from bus company to school and parent/guardian.  May include possible suspension from bus.
	Parent/guardian notification –possible probationary period.  May include suspension from bus.


	Loss of bus privilege (1-10 days)

	Defiance of Authority

· Refuses Teacher/Staff Directives

· Defies Expected Standards of Behavior (ex.: Café, hallway)


	Failing to comply with direction or instruction of a staff member.  A student shall obey the reasonable request of teachers, administration and other district employees and shall respond appropriately.
	Parent/guardian contact and removal from classroom area and possible detentions/suspension, counseling with member of the staff.
	Parent/guardian meeting with school staff/counseling.

Possible suspension 1-5 days.

· Head coverings of any kind are not permitted, except for those required for medical and/or religious reason.

· Sunglasses.

	Endangering Health and Safety of Self or Others


	A student shall not engage in conduct that endangers, or reasonably appears to endanger, the health or safety of other students, school employees, or other persons or themselves.

	False Alarms (willful):

· False Alarms

· Dialing 911
	Public threats that endanger the school and community, i.e. pulling fire alarms, deliberately dialing 911, arson threats when no indication of emergency exists.
	Parent/guardian notification; possible suspension.  Contact with fire/police for counseling programs
	Up to ten (10) days out-of-school suspension with possible recommendation for expulsion/court referral.


	

	Forgery
	Signing or using another person’s signature on any document.
	Parent/guardian notification; counseling; loss of privilege
	Parent/guardian conference. Detention.

	Harassment:

· Verbal

· Written

	Disturbing consistently, by pestering, tormenting, or name calling in the classroom or elsewhere on the school site.

	Theft/Possession of Stolen Property
	Taking property belonging to the school, an individual, or group without permission.  Having property obtained without the permission of the owner.
	Parent/guardian notification. Counseling.

Possible police involvement.  Loss of privilege.
	Parent/guardian conference. Detention/possible suspension 1-5 days.

	Threatening behavior (Implies Unwilling Combatant): 

· Against Student

	The acts of threatening to strike, attack, or harm any person in school or at any school-sponsored activity.  Student work that depicts threats/violence.
	Parent/guardian notification.  Loss of privilege.  Counseling.
	Parent/guardian conference. Detention or possible suspension 1-5 days.  Counseling.
	Suspension 1-10 days.

	Trespassing/Unau-

thorized Visits to School or Private Property
	Entering any school property or school facilities without proper authorization.  Includes entry onto school premises during a period of suspension.  Unauthorized presence on or in the vicinity of another school campus or any private property during school hours is prohibited.

	Maliciously and intentionally causing damage to school property or the property of others.  Includes situations in which minor damage can be repaired or replaced at no cost to school.
	· Damages under $50.00; Parent/guardian notification, restitution. 

· Damage between $50.00-$100.00: Parent/guardian notification, Police referral, restitution, plus five (5) days out of school suspension

· Damages greater than $100.00: Parent/guardian notification, police referral, restitution, plus ten (10) days out of school suspension, with recommendation for expulsion for remainder of academic year.
	
	

	Weapons and Dangerous Instruments:

· Firearms

· Martial Arts Weapons

· Deadly Weapons

· Dangerous Instruments

· Other Dangerous Items
	A student shall not possess or use firearms, martial arts weapons, deadly weapons, or other dangerous items on school premises, bus or school-sponsored events.
	Parent/guardian conference, up to five (5) days suspension, plus possible police involvement/counseling.  Possible expulsion.
	Parent/guardian conference, up to ten (10) days suspension, counseling, police involvement.  Possible expulsion. 
	Parent/guardian contact.  Up to ten (10) days suspension.  Police involvement.  Possible expulsion.


Firearms means any weapon that can expel a projectile by an explosive action and includes explosive devices, incendiaries, poison gases, and firearm frames, receivers, mufflers, or silencers.  18USC921

Martial arts weapons means a nunchaku, kama, kasari-fundo, octagon sai, tonfa or chinese star. C.G.S. 53a-3 (21)

Deadly weapon means any weapon, whether loaded or unloaded, from which a shot may be discharged, or a switchblade knife, billy, blackjack, or bludgeon, or metal knuckles.

Dangerous instrument means any instrument, article or substance which, under the circumstances in which it is used, is capable of causing death or serious physical injury; and includes a vehicle. C.G.S. 53a-3 (7,8)

Other dangerous items are any instruments, articles, or substances, such as those listed below, that IF used or attempted or threatened to be used, are capable of causing death or serious physical injury.
